       of campus security with a focus on changes following the increase in incidents in the   
       area north of campus in February. Both SPD and UW increased the number of  

       patrols on duty in that specific area, which has resulted in a decrease in incidents.

       Denis Sapiro, EH&S, gave an L&I update:

· The concern of exposure to asbestos by custodial staff case is closed.
· The  Negative exposure assessment(NEA) was submitted to L&I completing the                  last of the hazards to correct. All tests results showed well below the limits and where additional testing was done no asbestos fibers were found.
· L&I performed a compliance inspection at HMC for public safety officer hazard. Job shadowing has started. Safety Committee(Group 4) has been determined to ineffective in practice. L&I indicates a substantial fine will follow.

· Roof fall protection inspection is waiting closure.

· New Indoor air quality and ergonomics fax referral form L&I at HMC is closed.
